Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMSs). Preliminary maps were
distributed in the summer of 2019. These maps were be subject
to local appeal.

e The timeline for this project is general:
® Surge and wave modeling is complete but subject to the appeal
process,

® FEMA open house was held on September 11, 2019 - where the
public was able to view the preliminary maps and see if they are
affected (no formal presentation was given).
